When there has been a heavy rain fall, and of
course when Minnehaha Creek is running at a high level this aresa is 5
effected, Because bhis area is so low and was the old creek bed,
the water will stay in this area for a considerable time after the

creek has returned to a low level., Heavy moisture is in evidence
with a turn of a shovel of d;Lrt even during 'a dry period,

It is imperative to £ill this dow aree bringing ground level
higher then the bed of Mimnehaha creek; thus preventing seepage

from the ground up,

This area is eausing considerable problems and work for the
immediate property owners; ineluding trash and rubbish along witﬁ
weeds and mosquitoes ete., plus dead animals,

The biggest eancern‘for everyone is the danger to small c¢hild-
ren, and a health problem from dscaying vegetation and'stagnant
water. The odor is unbearable, _

This unsightly avea was caused by the rerouting of Minnehaha
Creek, and in addiﬁion to the above, there will undoubtably be some
Engineering'p}éblems in%élved.

The adjdiﬁing property owners will appreciate careful and
prompt consideration to this dangerous and undesirable problem, and
will gladly cooperate in its elimination,
