"Engineer Zikan explained that the Village has a storm sewer running thro 
through the alley proposed t o  be vacated; that some arrangement should 
be made for relocation of the storm sewer; to which statement M r .  Elving 
replied that the Church is willing to give easement for the storm sewer 
to pass under the proposed building which, he stated, is 6ften done. Mr. 
Zikan stated that this method should be used only as a last resort, 
because of the difficulty which could be experienced in cleaning and 
maintaining the line; and it was felt that the sewer could possibly 
be relocated to the side of the building.

Discussion was had concerning dedication by the Church of a turnzaround 
on Lots 2 and 7 in order that alley might be maintained; and it was 
also thought that the Church could allow a driveway easement along the 
west and south l o t  lines of Lot 7 in order that access might be had to 
Indianola Avenue. 

Mr. Gallagher of Northern States Power Company informed the Council 
that that Company has a line through the alley from Halifax Avenue West 
which serves a large area to the south.
