Pursuant to "Notice of Hearing on Petitions to Vacate Alleys," posted on three official
bulletin beards November 13, 1947, and published in the Suburban Press, Hopkins,
Mimmesota, on November 14, 1947, Affidavit of Publication for which was read by Clerk,
approved as to form and placed on file, public hearing was had on petitions for
vacation of the following alleys:
1, North-South Alley between Beard and Chowén Avenues from W, 57th to . 58th St
2. North-South Alley between Chowen and Drew Avenues from W, 57th to W, 58th St;

. - 3+ North-South Alley between Drew and Ewing Avenues from W, 57th to W. 58th St,
Messrs, Willson and Smith recommended that the alleys be vacated, Mr, Smith requesting
that an easement of tenr feet, in the center of each alley, be reserved by the Village
for public ubtilities purposes. A delegation headed by Mr. W, F. Kennedy asked what
effect such easement would have on fences., They were told that fences could be built -
to the center line of the alleys vacated, but that permanent buildings could not be
put up on pronerty reserved; that if and when public utilities were installed, the
. companies would be obligated to replace such fences as were dumaged by them, There
was no objection to the vacation of any of the above named alleys, nor to the reservation
of the ten-foot casement; and no objections had been filed with the Clerk prior to the
hearing.
